Among the various ethnic communities of Assam, the Ahoms possess a rich and well-documented written history. Through the Buranjis (historical chronicles), the Ahoms meticulously recorded both major and minor events of their reign without concealment. These chronicles provide valuable insights into the political, social, cultural, and economic life of the Ahom kingdom, while also narrating stories of power struggles, courage, sacrifice, betrayal, ambition, and the heroic deeds of brave men and women. However, several significant historical figures have not received the recognition they deserve in the Buranjis, resulting in their gradual disappearance from public memory. Pijala Gabharu is one such remarkable character who is on the verge of being forgotten by history.

Pijala Gabharu, the daughter of the great warrior Lachit Borphukan, fought alongside her father against the Mughals in the famous Battle of Saraighat. Inspired by her courage, sacrifice, and heroism, Prabhat Goswami composed the historical novel Pijala Gabharu (2025). The present research paper attempts to undertake a detailed discussion of both the character of Pijala Gabharu and the novel itself.
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
